 That Chapter 30, Section 30-3, Code of Ordinances (2010 Edition), City of Round 12 

Rock, Texas, is hereby amended to read as follows: 13 

Sec. 30-3. Signs exempt from the regulations. 14 
 15 
The following signs shall be exempt from regulation under this chapter:  16 
 17 
(1) Political campaign signs on private property. 18 

(2) Any public purpose/safety sign, including regulatory signs, and any other notice or warning 19 
required by federal, state or local law, regulation or resolution.  20 

(3) Works of art, including murals, which do not include a commercial message. 21 

(4) Holiday decorations containing no commercial message, and displayed only during the 22 
appropriate time of the year.  23 

(5) Flags. 24 

(6) Historic-age signs. 25 

(7) Building markers. 26 

(8) Incidental signs. 27 

(9) Information signs. 28 

(10) Building addresses, except as required on freestanding signs. 29 

(11) Barber poles. 30 

(12) Signs placed on a fence on property owned or leased by a public or private educational institution 31 
with students in grades K through 12. 32
